Your local authority (LA), is responsible for agreeing
and funding places at specialist colleges. Your
Careers Advisor should help you to make an applica-
tion to your local authority, which may need to be
approved by an LA panel. The government has
allocated funding to local authorities for this purpose
to support specialist college places. Although this is
no longer a new process, please allow plenty of time
to gain agreement from your local authority.

MAKING AN APPLICATION

The Children and Families Bill 2014 changed the
way things work for children and young people with
special needs, learning difficulties or disabilities.
These changes are being brought in gradually and
may not be the same in every authority.

On leaving school, if your son or daughter needs
more support than is available through special
educational needs support they will have an
Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP). This will
give you, or your son or daughter the right to
request a place at a specialist college, if this is the
best place to meet their needs.

HOW TO APPLY TO
CAMPHILL WAKEFIELD

We offer a progressive admissions process of
enquiry and assessment. This involves the student,
families and carers, commissioners and student
funding bodies. We will look at all the relevant
reports before offering an interview (with parents). If
this is successful we will invite you to a pre-course
assessment. Residential students will also be invited
for an overnight stay. The assessment helps us to
identify the appropriate match between individual
need and provision. New students normally start
their course at the beginning of the autumn term
(September). The course is usually for two years,
however reviews take place whilst a student is at
Camphill Wakefield with options being considered
and plans made for further opportunities. Transition
planning is embedded throughout the duration of the
student’s programme, paying particular attention to
the final period of the placement. At this point it is
important that support is in place to make a transition
beyond college. This can include plans for further
education and training, supported employment,
voluntary work, placements in adult communities or
supported living and so on.
